© Empty plastic bottle or container
(like a water bottle or can)

@ Small items to make sound
(such as rice, beans, pasta, beads,
or buttons)

@& Colourful markers, stickers,
or tape for decorating (optional)

©r Glue (optional, to secure the lid)
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Pick Your Container: Choose an empty plastic bottle or container
that can be sealed tightly. Make sure it's clean and dry.

Add the Sound Makers: Put a handful of small items like rice,
beans, pasta, or beads into the bottle. You can experiment
with different materials to see what makes the best sound!

Seal the Bottle: Close the lid tightly. If needed, you can glue
the lid on to make sure it doesn’t come out during play.

Decorate Your Shaker: Use markers, stickers, or tape to decorate
your shaker from outside. Be creative and make it colourful!

Shake and Listen: Once the bottle is decorated and sealed,
shake it up and listen to the sound! Try shaking it gently and
then more vigorously to see how the sound changes.
